b) Payment terms - payment deadline will be up to 7 days. The payment deadline will be calculated from the date of delivery of a properly issued invoice to GIG-PIB. The basis for issuing an invoice will be a bilaterally signed, unconditional, quantitative and qualitative acceptance protocol.

c) Warranty and guarantee terms - in accordance with the manufacturer's warranty, but no less than 6 months from the date of delivery.
