Dear Sir/Madam, 

In connection with the implementation of the project PostMinQuake,  we ask for preliminary offer for delivery of seismographic apparatus.
Should be given:
- price excluding and including tax (the price should include all costs incurred by the Buyer). 
The Buyer allows the offer to be submitted in a different currency (e.g. €, £, $). For the purposes of determining the contract value, the Buyer will convert it according to the average NBP exchange rate on the last day of submitting offers, 
-  technical description, name of the manufacturer, type/model, 
- date and terms of execution of order, 
- terms of payment,
- terms of guarantee

The preliminary offer should be submitted on the offer form - Annex 1 to the preliminary inquiry.

Description of the subject-matter of contract: 
The subject of the contract is a development of existing digital real time continuous seismic network in Upper Silesia Coal Basin – Poland. Currently our institute manages the regional seismological network (GRSS) in Upper Silesia Coal Basin, built in 1976 and modernized in 2010. The network consists of 28 GeoSIG recorders, equipped with seismometers (14 stations), accelerometer sensors (9 stations) and downhole accelerometers (5 stations). Every year between 1000 and 2000 seismic events with local magnitude in the range of 1.5 ÷ 4.0 is recorded in our network. Monitoring and analysing of mining seismic events in USCB region are connected with the safety of the surface as well as the safe exploitation of mineral resources (rockbursts phenomena). For this reason the seismological network must be reliable and flexibility in the use of communications interfaces. We will  prefer seismic 




portable recorders allowing for the data acquisition in the internal memory and for continuous data transfer to the Data Centre of GIG. At present, the GIG Data Centre uses GeoDAS software for acquisition of seismic data and for remote configuration of measurement stations. It is required that the new equipment was fully compatible with existing software. It would be important to have common trigger, common sampling and time synchronization for GRSS network. Additionally, we would like to use our software for the location of seismic events, calculate the velocity wave field using passive tomography method and estimate the seismic energy. For this reason a common relative time for all channels is very important. The system software should be a comprehensive solution for acquiring, transporting and processing seismic data in real time. The software should be able to localize seismic events, calculate magnitude and prepare necessary reports. Data import in ASCII format is required.
We expect the following configuration:
Development of the digital real time seismic network for continuous mining tremors monitoring (2 tri-axial seismic station):
· Recorders: 2 seismic field portable recorders (DC), 3 channel, 24 bit, internal or flash memory to storied seismic events, internal battery - rechargeable, 230 VAC External Power Supply, GPS with 20m cable, dynamic range min 120 dB @ 200 SPS, STA/LTA triggering, operational temperature: from -20oC to 70oC, line output for connection to a radio transmitter, TCP/IP Communication Option
· Sensors: 2 tri-axial seismometers (output sensitivity from minimum 0.5Hz to 150 Hz, output sensitivity: 300-500 V/m/s, full differential signal output: 10-20 Vpp,  cable inlet and connector)
· Software: software managing real time data acquisition, real time data processing, on- demand interactive analysis and review as well as report of mining seismic events
· Additionally: two AC adapters for seismic recorders
